Dinner was served for the Executive Board meeting at 6:00 p.m. Immediately following the meal,  work began as several members of the board set out the materials for the convention bags. President Brent Heidorn called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. and provided highlights of the agenda for tonight’s meeting. Executive Director, Kim Thompson, called the roll. Parliamentarian, Jeff Johnson confirmed that a quorum was present.
President Heidorn revisited his presidential goals for his term in office and commented on each one:

A Morris - Johnson motion to approve the minutes of the September 12, 2015 meeting was presented and following no discussion,  PASSED.

Executive Director Thompson shared current membership numbers with the board along with a brief review of the current Operating and Convention Budgets. Membership is currently 714 but could be much higher. Student membership is lagging this year due to a drop in numbers at many of our universities. 
President Heidorn reviewed the discussion from our previous meeting concerning the work to be done on standards revision in Georgia. We are currently at a stalemate as we await approval and funding from the State Department of Education. 
He also added that hopefully we will be hosting district workshops in each of the five districts in the coming year but that work has already begun to plan for events in the Southeast and Southwest Districts.

There was no new business presented at this meeting.

f. Anastasia Fischer will be speaking at the Town Hall Meeting on Sunday. She is our invited guest compliments of the SUDIA Grant that we received.

g. Dance Kaleidoscope will begin at 6:30 p.m. on Sunday at the Strand Theatre.

h. We are hosting a “Convention Celebration” this year that will combine the Kaleidoscope reception and the Exhibits Gala events at the Hotel. Everyone please attend.

m. Dave Senecal will be in charge of the Adventure Race on Monday at 5:30.
2.  Jacque Harbison, Past President’s Chair,  announced the passing of Bob Bowen who was our oldest living Past President.

3. Brent Heidorn thanked Amy Aenchbacher and Dave Martinez for agreeing to work Registration again this year!

4. Karen Clevenger discussed some recent requirements (that she was just made aware of) for  our attendees to gain entrance to the Strand Theatre for Kaleidoscope. She is working out the details of how the guest list, badge requirements and entrance will be handled. She assured everyone that she would take care of any issues that arose.
